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TRANSPORTATION MANAGEMENT PLAN SURVEY 
Due on Monday, July 25 
Residents are encouraged to complete and submit the 2011 Semi-Annual Residential 
Transportation Management Plan Survey.  The focus of this survey is to gather information for the 
City of Alexandria and Cameron Station Community Association, Inc. (CSCA).  Your responses to 
these questions will assist in determining CSCA’s transportation requirements and help assure 
compliance with the provisions established in the TMP.  For the first time, the TMP survey is 
available as a paperless, online survey, which can be found using this web address: 
http://survey.alexandriava.gov/s3RESCameronStation.  If you would rather complete a paper 
copy of the survey, it is available on the Cameron Station website or can be obtained from the 
management office.  Please hand deliver, mail, email or fax the completed paper copies of survey 
to the CSCA office by Monday, July 25.
